b. Display the area (sq-ft or acres) of each parcel
c. Label the existing Shell gasoline station across Melrose Drive
d. Sheet C-2 (typical):  See comment above regarding W. Bobier Drive
e. Display the FEMA flood zone, panel map number, and map date
f. Display all existing encumbrances identified on the Title Report
g. Display all proposed easements, if any
h. Display all TW elevations for proposed retaining walls
i. Display property bearings and perimeter dimensions
j. The Title Report and Map No. 17266 identify vehicular access rights that were relinquished to the City, along Melrose Drive and Oceanside Blvd; please display this hatching and show the driveway opening allowed for the property.
k. Provide a Sight Distance evaluation per Caltran’s standards for the proposed driveway opening along Oceanside Blvd.
l. Label slope gradients on the cross-sections; 2:1 is max allowable

g. Please indicate the ultimate discharge of the stormdrain water; creek, river, ocean?
h. Provide a comparison table showing TC, Q100, and V100 for both existing and proposed conditions.
i. Please demonstrate that POC to the existing stormdrain system along Melrose Drive has the capacity to accept the project’s stormwater discharge.
j. Project is proposing to connect to a stormwater system owned by the City of Vista.  Please coordinate with the City of Vista, and gain written approval allowing for the project’s stormwater to be discharged into their system.
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
